Each Major League team will have one
associate.

Students who are currently juniors or seniors, as well as graduate
students, are eligible for the 2014 Summer Internship Program. If you
are graduating in December 2013, you are still eligible. Selections will
be made by the end of January.

Each intern to spend a minimum of 10 weeks in the program, dates
determined by a person’s college schedule. Interns who have
graduated generally are allowed to work until the end of the season.

The more flexible an applicant is in terms of which Major League city
he or she can work in, the better the person’s chances of being
selected. Interns will be paid $500 per week.
